Israeli strikes kill at least 12 Lebhanese rescuers

AP W BEIRUT

n Israeli airstrike killed at

least 12 Lebanese rescue
workers on Thursday inside a
civil defence centre in the
eastern city of Baalbek,
according to health and rescue
officials, hours after state
media in Syria said Israeli
strikes in and around the cap-
ital killed at least 15 people.
Lebanese emergency workers
were digging through the rub-
ble Thursday evening to search
for more of their colleagues
still trapped under the
destroyed rescue centre, the
group said in a statement. At
least three civil defence mem-
bers were wounded.
There was no immediate com-
ment from the Israeli military.
Lebanon's civil defence forces
have no affiliation with the
militant group Hezbollah, and
they provide crucial rescue
and medical services in one of
the world's most war-torn
nations.
The Health Ministry con-
demned what it called a "bar-
baric attack on a Lebanese
state-run health centre”,

adding that “it is the second
Israeli attack on a health emer-
gency facility in less than two
hours” In southern Lebanon,
an Israeli strike on Arabsalim
village targeted the Health
Authority Association, a civil
defense and rescue group
linked to Hezbollah, killing six
people, including four para-
medics, the Health Ministry
said.

Earlier, Israel carried out at
least two airstrikes on the
western Mazzeh neighbour-
hood of Damascus and one of
the suburbs of Syria’s capital,
Qudsaya, killing at least 15 and
wounding another 16, Syria's
state news agency said. An
Associated Press journalist at
the scene in Mazzeh said that
a five-story building was dam-
aged by a missile that hit the
basement.

The Israeli military said it hit
infrastructure sites and com-
mand centres of the Islamic
Jihad militant group.

In Syria, an official with
Palestinian Islamic Jihad said
the strike in Mazzeh targeted
one of their offices, and sever-

al members were killed. The
official spoke on condition of
anonymity because he wasrt
authorized to speak to the
media.

The airstrikes came shortly
before Ali Larijani, an advis-
er to Iran’s supreme leader Ali
Khamenei, was scheduled to
meet in the Syrian capital
with representatives of
Palestinian factions at the
Iranian Embassy in Mazzeh.
Israel’s military says Islamic
Jihad participated alongside
the Palestinian militant group
Hamas in the Oct. 7, 2023
attacks from Gaza into Israel
that killed some 1,200 people
— mostly civilians — and saw
250 others abducted.

The ensuing Isracl-Hamas war
has spilled into the wider
region, affecting Lebanon,
Syria and leading to strikes
between Israel and Iran. The
war has left much of Gaza in
ruins and has killed over
43,000 Palestinians, mostly
women and children, accord-
ing to local health authorities
who do not distinguish
between civilians and combat-

ants. Israeli warplanes intensi-
fied airstrikes in Lebanon on
Thursday, targeting various
areas in southern and eastern
Lebanon, including the out-
skirts of the southern port city
of Tyre and the Nabatieh
province, the National News
Agency said.

Throughout the day, sporadic
airstrikes targeted Beirut's
southern suburbs in a clear
uptick in attacks on the district
over the past two days, with
the Israeli military issuing
evacuation warnings for sev-
eral locations and buildings in
the suburbs.

The Israeli military said it
struck Hezbollah targets in the
Dahiyeh area, including
weapons storage facilities and
command centers. Military
spokesman Rear Adm. Daniel
Hagari said that over the past
week, Israel had “struck more
than 300 targets from the air
across Lebanon, including
about 40 targets in the heart of
the Dahiyeh in Beirut”
Lebanon’s state media said an
earlier Israeli airstrike hit a
building in Baalbek, killing at

least nine people and wound-
ing five others. The strike
came without warning. The
Israeli military did not imme-
diately comment and the tar-
get was unclear.

A report by the World Bank on
Thursday estimated that
Lebanon has suffered USD
8.5 billion in physical damages
and economic losses from 13
months of war.

Hezbollah began firing into
Israel on Oct. 8, 2023, in sol-
idarity with Hamas in Gaza.
Since then, Israeli strikes and
bombardment in Lebaneon
have killed at least 3,380 peo-
ple while the number of
wounded has surpassed
14,400, the Health Ministry
said Thursday. Among the
dead were 658 women and 220
children.

In Israel, 76 people have been
killed, including 31 soldiers.
Before the war intensified on
Sept. 23, Hezbollah said that it
had lost nearly 500 members
but the group has stopped
releasing statements about

their killed fighters since.

UK Treasury chief not satisfied
by paltry 3rd quarter growth

Britain’s Treasury chief Rachel
Reeves said Friday that she
is “not satisfied” by official fig-
ures showing the British econ-
omy’s rebound from recession
slowed down sharply in the
third quarter of the year, with
most sectors stagnating.

The Office for National
Statistics said growth during the
July to September period was
just 0.1 per cent. That was
lower than the 0.5 per cent
recorded in the previous three-
month period and below mar-
ket expectations for 0.2 per cent.
The statistics agency said over-
all output in September actual-
ly shrank, a development that
has further fueled accusations
from critics of the new Labour
government that its pessimism

dragged the economy down in
its tirst few weeks in office.
On coming to power in July for
the first time in 14 years, the
government described its eco-
nomic inheritance from the
former Conservative adminis-
tration as the bleakest in
decades, requiring urgent
action to fix the public finances.
The Conservatives Treasury
spokesperson, Mel Stride,
sought to pin the blame for the
slowdown on the new govern-
ment, saying the deterioration
in business and consumer con-
fidence was a direct result of it
“talking the economy down.”
Reeves used the budget to raise
taxes sharply, mainly on busi-
ness, as well as increasing
spending on public services,
such as the state-run National
Health Service, and borrowing

on investments.

“Improving economic growth is
at the heart of everything T am
seeking to achieve, which is why
T am not satisfied with these
numbers,” Reeves said follow-
ing Friday’s figures.

Prime Minister Keir Starmer
has said raising economic
growth is his government’s
number one priority over the
next five years. Since the glob-
al financial crisis in 2008-9, the
British economy has underper-
formed relative to previous
years and actually slipped into
a modest recession in 2023,
The Resolution Foundation
think tank said the British
economy has been a “roller-
coaster” over the past year and
that its medium-term perfor-
mance has been “staid and
stagnant”

As a result of the third-quarter
slowdown, the think tank said
the UK has fallen below the US
at the top of the growth leader-
board of the Group of Seven
leading industrial economies.
“This all serves to highlight that
the governments mission to
renew strong economic growth
is both extremely hard, and
absolutely necessary,” said
Simon Pittaway, the think tanlds
senior economist.

One factor hobbling the econ-
omy, many economists say, is
Britain’s departure from the
European Union in 2020,
which has made trade more
difficult. Though the post-
Brexit trade agreement between
the two sides ensured there
would be no tariffs placed on
goods, exporters are tinding life

tough.

Goncerns in US over growing
extremism in Bangladesh

here are serious concerns in

the US over growing extrem-
ism in Bangladesh, a former
‘White House official has said,
observing that deposed former
Prime Minister Sheikh did a
good job in controlling it.
Lisa Curtis, who served as
President-elect Donald Trump's
South Asia point-person in his
first term, has said there is con-
cern about the future and what
it could bring to Bangladesh.
“We are at a critical juncture in
Bangladesh. With the overthrow
of Sheikh Hasina and efforts to
reform the political system, there
isalot of hope. People are hope-
ful that the democratic process
will get stronger] she said on
Thursday. The Awami League
regime led by Hasian was toppled

on August 5in the face of a mass
upsurge originating from a quota
reform campaign by the Anti-
Discrimination  Students
Movement. Three days later
Nobel laureate Muhammad
assumed office as the chiefadvis-
er of the interim government.

“But there’s also a lot of concern.
Some Islamist extremists have
been released from jails. There
have been some attacks on
minorities, Hindus, Christians,”
Curtis, who served as National
Security Council senior director
for South and Central Asia from
2017 to 2021, told PTTin an inter-
view. “We've seen a history of ter-
rorism in Bangladesh. You had
the Holy ( Artisan) Bakery attacks
in 2016, Very serious incident.
You've had some ISIS (Islamic
State) elements in Bangladesh.
Sheikh Hasina had done a good

job of controlling the extremist
problem in Bangladesh, said
Curtis. There is understandably
some concern that these elements
return to the political scene,
which would not be helpful for
Bangladesh, she said.

“It would not be helpful for the
region, the United States, anyone.
We are at a delicate time in
Bangladesh. So even though it
might not be the number one pri-
ority of (President-elect) Trump,
T think his team, his national
security team, will have to pay
attention to what’s happening
(there),” she said.

Curtis also said the incoming
administration should work with
India, which also has concerns
about the future direction of
Bangladesh and is more direct-
ly impacted by what happens

because of its proximity.

Fire at Spanish
nursing home,
kills 10 people

At least 10 people died in a
blaze at a nursing home in
Zaragoza, Spain, before fire-
fighters managed to extinguish
it, local authorities reported on
Friday.

Authorities were alerted of the
blaze early Friday morning in
Villa Franca de Ebro, about 30
minutes from the northeastern
city.

The cause of the fire was not yet
known, local media reported.
Jorge Azcon, head of the
regional government of
Aragon, whose capital city is
Zaragoza, confirmed the deaths
and said on X, formerly Twitter,
that all government events in
the region were cancelled for
the day.

Spanish Prime Minister Pedro
Sanchez also expressed his
shock over the fire and deaths.

Trump will pick up from where he left off
with India, says his former admin official

US president-elect Donald
Trump, who enjoys very
good relationship with Prime
Minister Narendra Modi, is
expected to build on the
progress made during his first
term and continue strengthen-
ing ties with India, his South
Asia point-person at the White
House during his first term has
said. Speaking to PTT in an inter-
view, Lisa Curtis, who served as
deputy assistant to president
Trump and as National Security
Council senior director for
South and Central Asia from
2017 to 2021, also said she
expected the same bumps for
India and the US, as in Trump’s
first term, including tariff,
dependence on Russia over
arms supply and oil purchase
from Iran.

“T think that President (elect)
Trump will pick up where he left
off with India. He clearly has
good feelings, goodwill toward
India, and I really see this as an
opportunity to just continue
building the relationship and
really solidifying that partner-
ship,” Curtis said.

During Trumps first term (2017-
2021), there was an “elevation of
the US-India relationship”
because of the importance of
India and its role in dealing with
challenges from China, she said.
Curtis pointed out that there was
also a notable mutual respect
and personal connection
between Trump and Prime
Minister Modi.

“We could see that during the
event when Prime Minister
Modi addressed 50,000
Americans at the Astrodome in
Houston. We saw that when
President Trump addressed
100,000 Indians in a stadium in
Ahmedabad. That relationship
really helped cement alot of the
progress that was made,” said
Curtis, who is currently a Senior
Fellow and Director of the Indo-
Pacific Security Program at
Center for a New American
Security, a think-tank.
“Technology controls were lift-
ed on India. India gained access
to armed drone technology.
Now it's buying 31 Sea Guardian
predators. We saw the building
up of not only the defence and
security relationship, but also
confidence and trust,” she said,

adding that the Quad was start-
ed during that period.

At the same time, there were a
couple of bumps on this road
during Trump’s first term, she
said.

“There were a couple of bumps
in the road, and this was main-
ly when President Trump would
tweet about the Indian tariffs. He
really wanted American compa-
nies to have more access to the
Indian market. He would often,
before a meeting, tweet out
something. It was almost a
negotiating tactic, I think, that
he was doing. He did this with
many countries. That did cause
some irritation in the relation-
ship. But T dont think these
tweeting incidents about Indian
tariffs overwhelmed the broad-
er relationship;” she said.

“We could probably expect sim-
ilar things to happen in the
future as well. But I think every-
body's more prepared for
Trump's style and his negotia-
tion style. His very transaction-
al approach, trying to geta good
deal for the American people;
she added.

Responding to a question, Curtis
said the priority this time needs

to be on the security partnership
between the two countries. She
added, “This is an area where the
interests of both sides converge.
Both the United States and
India have a lot of concerns
when it comes to China, such as
its attempts to dominate the
technology market and efforts to
be the hegemon in Asia. Neither
India, nor the United States
want that to happen. So, they
have a deep mutual interest in
cooperating”

If it stands, the ruling could sig-
nificantly shake up the coun-
try's_politics by potentially
un)ﬂting Lee as a lawmaker

and denying him a shot at run-
ning for president in the next
election. But Lee, who faces
three other trials over corrup-
tion and other criminal
charges, is expected to chal-

lenge any guilty verdict and it
remains unclear whether the
Supreme Court would decide
on any of the cases before the
presidential vote in March
